     63.1 Fountains – The leak at the fountain has been found. Currently sourcing costings for           
 repair. Need to adhere to listed building regulations. The clerk also advised that the 
 garden has been closed due to algae in the fountain water. 

    63.2 Fireworks – updates from Cadw, Dave Phillips (Safety Focus Ltd) and Emma 
Sciesinska (Uproar) were noted. The town councillors discussed at length various options 
available and resolved for the event to be postponed again this year. The town clerk was 
requested to send a press release out to the public advising of this.
