a) 5K allocated for the purchase of Market Stall Gazeebos. 
b) £500 allocated for planting trees at Denbigh schools to commemorate the Queens Jubilee in 
June. (Native trees) 
c) 4K allocated each year for the next 3 years for Denbigh in Bloom. 
d) 3K to accommodate a residetns newsletter and 5 year plan.

e) CCTV – the town councillors agreed with the finance amount quoted in part 2 of the meeting 
held on the 3rd November.

h) 1.5K allocated as an additional amount for the 2022 Firewortks display.
